(Kyudojo, gymnasium, etc.) using the video sample of the ANKF Video Shinsa Procedure (link added
below) for reference and will submit their video record via their affiliated organisation secretariat.
The practical examination (shooting Shinsa) will consist of a video Shinsa and the written
examination will take place in form of a report.

Shinsa possible.
